Government of India. Set up to 
promote, develop and propagate Urdu 
language. The Council started its 
operation in Delhi on April 1, 1996. In 
its capacity as the National Nodal 
Agency for the promotion of the Urdu 
language NCPUL is the principal 
coo rd ina t i ng  and  mon i to r i ng 
authority for promotion of Urdu 
language and Urdu education.
N C P U L’s  f u n c t i o n s  i n c l u d e 
production of literature in the Urdu 
language, including books on science 
and other branches of modern 
knowledge, the children's literature 
t e x t b o o k s ,  r e f e r e n c e  w o r k s , 
encyclopaedia, dictionaries etc. One 
of its tasks is to collect and evolve 
technical terms relating to various 
disciplines of knowledge in order to 
enrich the Urdu language. The 
Council also undertakes publication 
of journals and periodicals in Urdu 
language. Computerization of Urdu 
language is also one of its goals.

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The Anjuman owes its origin to the All 
I n d i a  M u s l i m  E d u c a t i o n a l 
Conference, setup in 1886 by Sir Syed 
Ahmed Khan.
The Shoba-e Taraqqi-e Urdu was 
rechristened as Anjuman Taraqqi 
Urdu and noted writer and orientalist 
Allama Shibli Nomani became its 
Secretary while Maulana Abul Kalam 
Azad became Assistant Secretary.
The Anjuman played a positive and 
decisive role in the promotion of Urdu, 
chiefly with reference to the Eighth 
Schedule of the Indian Constitution. 
The Anjuman grew to acquire the 
status of a nationalist organization, 
maintaining close relation with 
national leaders like Mahatma 
Gandhi ,  Jawaharlal  Nehru,  C. 
Rajagopalacharya, Maulana Abul 
Kalam Azad and Dr Zakir Husain 
along with a galaxy of Urdu and Hindi 
writers – Premchand being the most 
prominent name among them.
The Anjuman has a wide network of 
650 branches spread across the 
country. 
It has published several hundred 
books and its library boasts a 
co l l ec t ion  o f  r a r e  books  and 
manuscripts, some as old as 600 years.

Idara boasts 
various sections like ‘criticism’  and 
‘History of Deccan’  besides it also 
has an “Aiwan-e-Urdu” showcasing 
a rare collection of 3,500 manu-
scripts, antiquities and calligraphy.
Idara launched its mouth piece 
literary journal "Sabras" in 1938. 
Calligraphy section was also started 
in the same year and is still active 
with the support from National 
Council for the Promotion of Urdu 
Language. Idara-e-Adabiyat-e-Urdu 
is among the premier research 
centers of India.
