The candidates contesting for Vice-President are
Intekhab Alam, Sayeeda Alam & Saifur Rahman, whereas Amir, Ammar Jamal & Md. Naushad
Alam are pitted against each other for Secretary and Md. Anwer Alam, Fakhra Abda & Zeenath
Begum are contesting for the post of Joint Secretary. For Treasurer post, Md. Saquib, Mohammed
Shafeeque K & G. Vishnu Priya are the contenders.

20 Executive Committee Members from campus and off campus will also be elected in this
elections.

Counting of votes will begin tomorrow, immediately after polling from 2.30 pm onwards
followed by declaration of results .
