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Works and Life of Maulana Abul Kalam Azad

harat Ratna Maulana Abul Kalam Azad was a
man of intellectual excellence and an eminent
figure in India's struggle for freedom. He is
also known as a multi-faceted personality who was a
leader, a noted writer, a great poet and a celebrated
journalist. His fiery speeches and writings are a fine

admixture of learning, vision, and purposefulness in
nurturing wisdom.

He dedicated his life to national integrity and the
country's prosperity. He famously said that "I am
proud of being an Indian. I am part of the indivisible
unity that is Indian nationality. I am indispensable to
this noble edifice and without me this splendid
structure is incomplete. I am an essential element,
which has gone to build India. I can never surrender
this claim". Indeed Azad became one of the architects
in shaping India's future for which he occupies a
special place in the Indian History. Azad's legacy and
influence still remain the most important symbols of
communal harmony in modern India. His birth
anniversary is celebrated as 'National Education Day'
for his contributions to the education system in India.
In 1992 he was posthumously awarded India's highest
civilian award, the 'Bharat Ratna'.

Biography: Azad was born on 11 November 1888
in Mecca. His real name was Abul Kalam Ghulam
Muhiyuddin (1888-1958) who eventually became
known as Maulana Azad which is a twin title - 'Maulana'
(Learned Person/Master) alludes to his scholastic
stature and intellectual statesmanship and Azad (Free)
was adopted by him as his pen name. He had the
wisdom to gauge the varying trends in the world and
adjust his action in accordance with his versatile rich
qualities. Though he did not acquire any formal
education but he left an indelible imprint in the fields
of politics, history, culture, religious studies, literature,
journalism and education in the country. His views on
the worldly affairs and natural principles of unity and
morality are the culmination of his understanding of
the Holy Quran.

Azad began to master several languages, including
Urdu, Hindi, Persian, Bengali, Arabic, and English,
although he never underwent any formal education.
His contribution to classical Urdu is well known. He

was also trained in the Mazahib
of Hanafi, Maliki, Shafi'i and
Hanbalifiqh, Shariat,
Mathematics, Philosophy,
World history and Science by
reputed tutors hired by his family. He was an ardent
student blessed with strong aptitude for knowledge.
The bright Azad was running a library, a reading room
and a debating society when he was only 12. He used to
teach his classmates, most of whom were twice his age,
when he was merely 15. He succeeded in completing
the traditional course of study at the young age of 16,
nine years ahead of his contemporaries. He also
showed great passion for sports, especially playing
bridge and acting as referee in tennis matches played by
colleagues.

Literature: Maulana Azad started his career as a
poetand as a young man he composed poetry in Urdu,
as well as treatises on religion and philosophy. He was
contributing learned articles to Makhzan (a literary
magazine) at 14 and compiled many treatises
interpreting the Quran, the Hadith, and the principles
of Figh and Kalam subsequently. 'Ghubar-e-Khatir' is
one of his most noted works which he wrote between
1942 and 1946. It deals with his social and spiritual life.
Another book in most elegant and passionate loom
keeping in mind the taste and interest of the readers
was India Wins Freedom, which mainly deals with his
political life.

Journalism: Azad was publishing a poetical
journal, Nazrang-e-Aalam, and edited a weekly, A4/
Misbah, in 1900, at the age of 12 and, in 1903, brought
out a monthly journal, Lissan-us-Sidg, which soon
gained popularity due to richly laced journalistic
expression. He published an Urdu weekly newspaper
AlHilal in 1912, and following its ban in 1914 he
started a new journal, the .A/Balagh, which garnered
active support for nationalist causes and communal
unity inits ardent style.

Political Life: Azad developed affinity toward
politics in early life during the partition of Bengal and
subsequently committed himself to Gandhi's ideals,
including promotion of Swadeshi (indigenous)
products and the cause of Swaraj (Self-rule) for India.
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As aleader of the Khilafat movement he became very
close to Mahatma Gandhi and an enthusiastic
supporter of his ideas. He served as the youngest
President of the Indian National Congress in 1923 at
the age of 35 and was re-elected between 1940 and
1945. He always supported the cause of Hindu-
Muslim unity and opposed the demand for a separate
Muslim state of Pakistan. He was one of the most
important leaders behind the Dharasana Satyagraha in
1931 and Quit India Movementin 1942.

Public Life: Maulana Azad became the first
Minister of Education in independent India. He
served in the Constituent Assembly formed to draft
India's constitution and was elected to the Lok Sabha
in 1952 and in 1957. In 1956, he served as president of
the UNESCO General Conference in Delhi. He was
the Chairman of the Central Advisory Board of
Education where he gave thrust to adult literacy,
universal primary education, free and compulsory for
all children up to the age of 14, girls’ education, and
diversification of secondary education and vocational
training in addition to scientific education.

He oversaw the setting up of the Central Institute of
Education, Delhi, as "a research centre for solving new
educational problems of the country”. Under his
leadership, the Ministry of Education established the
first IIT in 1951 and the UGC in 1953 and also
promoted research. He laid emphasis on the
development of the Indian Institute of Science,
Bangalore. He foresaw a great future in the IITs for
India and envisioned that the establishment of this
institute will prove a landmark in the progress of
higher technological education and research in the
country. Azad believed and stressed that we must not
for a moment forget, it is a birthright of every
individual to receive at least the basic education
without which one cannot fully discharge ones duties
asacitizen.

Social Life: Azad was known as the face of
communal harmony and advocated a unified nation
where Hindus and Muslims can co-exist and prosper
together. He preferred humanism over
uncompromising rationalism and also struck a balance
between traditionalism and modernism. Maulana
Azad as a great versatile genius created a clear
distinction between the three reformist trends of
modernism, nationalism and fundamentalism.

He always emphasized that education must be

accessible to the educationally backward sections of the
society and reach the unreached. His work for
education and social uplift made him an influentual
figure in guiding India's socio-economic progress.

Brief Report of Research Outcome of
Maulana Abul Kalam Azad Chair:

The Research Outcome clearly indicates that Maulana
Azad Vision undoubtedly speaks about the building of
modern secular India. Indeed Azad is one of the
architects in shaping India's future and occupies a
special place in Indian History. Azad was a creative
thinker acquainted with both traditional and modern
education, which were inevitable in laying down the
foundation of modern India. The Report also focuses
on life and accomplishments of Maulana Azad to
motivate the present generation by highlighting his role
into an outstanding scholar, a great visionary, a
professional journalist, a prolific writer, a matchless
orator, a great statesman, an avid admirer of art and
culture and a passionate patriot for national unity and
integrity. He played a significant role in building a
secular, pluralist and progressive nation and was
instrumental in founding academic and cultural
institutions and organizations in the country, which are
contributing exponentially for material transformation
of India into a developed nation through solidarity and
communal harmony. He advocated that only inclusive
policies of participation and engagement can guarantee
the safety, security and prosperity of marginalized
sections of the society.

Maulana Abul Kalam Azad received traditional Islamic
education at home in an informal style. After that he
was taught Arabic, Persian, Philosophy, Geometry,
Mathematics and Algebra by some great teachers in a
non-formal way. He also acquired knowledge of
English, History, Politics and General Science without
attending a school or a college. Maulana Azad had a
natural inclination towards writing, which resulted in
the great start of the monthly magazine Nazrang-e-Alam
in 1899 and subsequently, he published a weekly, called
AlHilalin 1912. The weekly was used as a platform to
highlight the problems faced by common Indians. The
paper became so popular that its circulation figures
went up to 26,000 copies. Azad mainly focused on the
national interest rather than communal issues. The
unique message of patriotism and nationalism blended
with religious commitment gained its acceptance
among the masses. He also launched a new weekly,
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called A/~Balagh to continue the attack on the policies
of the British regime.

Maulana Azad developed abundant knowledge of
things in addition to analyzing and reinterpreting skills
in spite of not being part of elite educational system.
However, he went on to reconstruct himself into a
liberal universalist when compared to Jinnah who had
western liberal education. His life is a major source of
inspiration for future leadership and the young
generation.

Azad Vision yielded many public policy initiatives such
as the creation of Central and State lists for
administrating welfare activities and also left an undying
impact on both higher level and mass education system
across India. Azad's life and works call for re-visiting
and re-evaluation again and again by the new
generations of India. Maulana Abul Kalam Azad, a
multi-dimensional personality, bloomed into a valiant
freedom fighter; an apostle of Hindu-Muslim unity and
one of the pioneer nation builders of modern India. He
is remembered in the history of India not only for the
role he played in the freedom struggle of the country,
but also as the first Education Minister of independent
India. He made exemplary contributions in nation-
building leaving his indelible imprints in the field of
education. He believed that materialization of Indiaas a
developed nation is possible only through unity,
solidarity and communal harmony. His contributions to
the nation are highly relevant for contemporary society.
This Report mainly explores the vision and thought of

Azad which were inevitable in laying down the
foundation for Nation Building Process. It comprises
diverse issues of Maulana Azad's vision about Nation
Building:

1) Vision of Maulana Azad for Post-Independence
Nation Building

2) The mass communicator - through journals and
print media communications

3) Understanding politico-economic dominions of
post-Independence India

4) Beginning of the end of the British Raj:
Friendship and faith with Gandhi, Nehru & Patel

5) Post-Independence nationalism, decentralization
and provincial autonomy - a solution to satisfy
political aspirations of states and communities.

The work carried out by the MAKA Chair over the
years resulted in a broad theme to work on 'Maulana
Azad Vision on diverse subjects in Nation Building'.

Mavulana Abul Kalam Azad's vision:
Preparing Skillful Teachers

Maulana Abul Kalam Azad was
India's first education minister.
As the Minister of Education,
Maulana Azad made unique
contribution for the development of necessary educational
facilities in the country.

His vision was to provide basic education for all children of
school-going age. He also emphasised quality in education
system. He was deeply concerned about the quality of
teachers' training programs and institutions to prepate
quality and skilful teachers for quality school education.

At the opening of Central Institute of Education at Delhi
University on 19th December 1947 he emphasized the
need and importance of teachers' training for improving
quality of education atalllevels.

Azad never attended a formal school. He got informal
education from elders and lifelong learning from his
mentors and society. He was a real teacher and philosopher
who understood well the role of a teacher in formal
education system. He believed no reforms in the nation in
general and education in particular can be done effectively
without empowering teachers. It was his belief that
educational policies can be implemented successfully if our
teachers are skilful and competent in teaching. Azad
understood that wealth of any nation is notin its banks, but
in schools. He said that "ultimately all reforms in education
depend upon the quality of our teachers. I have mentioned
to you the changes we are secking to bring about in
elementary, secondary and university education. These
changes will not give the desired results unless there are
efficient and devoted teachers to carry them out...."

Maulana Azad emphasized the need for genuine mutual
respect between the teacher and the taught to create a
positive frame of mind for learning. If we understand
Azad's emphasis on skilful teachers, we can also understand
that he was a great psychologist, besides being a great
political philosopher of his time. Azad has discussed at
length the desired relationship between teachers and
students.

Maulana Azad's philosophy of education was universal -
relevant to all places and times. The definition of a quality
teacher has varied since ancient times. Eatliet, it was 'ideal'
teacher, then 'good' teacher, 'competent' teachert, 'effective’
teacher followed by 'performing' teacher. 'Skilled' teacher is
the latest desired attribute of a school teacher. But Kalam
described the teacher having all these qualities and abilities.

His philosophy was not transient, but rather universal and
evergreen.

The popular saying that 'teaching is a noble profession' has
the premises that teaching is the mother of all professions
and skilled jobs. Azad believed that all teachers have to be
'skilful'. The word skill has several shades of meaning. Itis
generally used as a synonym to 'ability. Skill is also
described as a psychomotor ability to do a task of work. A
skilful teacher must acquired both hard and soft skills. Hard
skills such as writing, maths, reading and the ability to use
software programmes; and soft skills such as social graces,
communication abilities, language skills, personal habits,
cognitive and emotional empathy, time management, team
work and leadership traits .These are self-management
skills and have to be learned in life to make the relation
between teacher and students more meaningful and
positive.

If we want to implement Maulana Azad's vision and
philosophy of education, we have to focus on training of
teachers in a variety of educational skills. For example, self-
development, social skills, life skills, critical thinking,
research skills, information age skills, leadership skills,
spiritual and holistic development. Besides, there are
professional skills such as constructivist and connectionist
skills in pedagogy domain. In order to train teachers in
pedagogic skills a training model has been developed which
has four stages. Theory base, demonstration followed by
observation (learning by observation), practice with
feedback (learning by practice), and lastly transfer from
training situation to real class room situation for actual
teaching,

Seven pedagogic skills are recommended for a good and
skilful teacher across subjects and stages of schooling. Each
teaching skill has its specific objective to be achieved. These
are generally known as Core Skills: 1.classroom
communication for effective oral communication,
2. Effective use of board for visual communication,
3. Questioning for initiation of pupils' thinking on the topic
or concept being taught, 4.Explaining for developing
understanding of the concept, 5. Illustrating with examples
for better understanding, 6.Reinforcement for
strengthening the learning, 7.Regulating attending
behaviour for securing and sustaining learners' attention
which is basic for any learning. Our school teachers have to
acquire these seven pedagogic skills to be effective
classroom "skilled teachers."

Guided by the vision and educational philosophy of
Maulana Azad, the Maulana Azad National Urdu
University has opened the School of Education and
Training at its main campus and eight colleges of teacher
education all over India in different states with specific
teacher training curriculum to prepare competent teachers

through Urdu medium.

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Gandhiji has given
many things to

tongue. We wanted to proclaim to England that
India was for Indians and for none other. But to say
that, we could find no language of our own and
were content to express our longing in a borrowed
tongue.

The entry of Gandhiji in the political field spelt a
complete revolution - the country began to speak
in its own tongues. To speak in the national tongue
ceased to be regarded as a shame. Gandhiji
reminded the people that the thing to be ashamed
of was to forget one's own tongue. He toured all
over the country in 1920-21 and delivered
hundreds of speeches but without exception they
were in Hindustani.

When I was under detention at Ranchi during the
Great War, I remember having read in the
newspapers the report of the War Conference
which Lord Chelmsford had summoned in 1917.
Gandbhiji participated in it, but he had made it a
condition that he would speak in Hindustani. At
that time this was regarded by the Press as a strange
innovation. But the innovation was soon to
become the common thing in the country and
today we see that Hindustani has taken the place
that English held twenty-five years ago.

Two day National Seminar by Maulana Azad Chair

The stark inequality in the Indian society could be
tackled successfully by implementing the
recommendations of Equal Opportunity
Commission, said its author Padma Shree N R
Madhava Menon on December 7,2017.

Giving keynote address at the inaugural session of the
two-day seminar, Vision of Maulana Azad and Nation
Building, Dr. Menon said that the recommendations
of the EOC were in line with the directives of the
constitution.

The seminar was organised by Maulana Abul Kalam
Azad Chair of MANUU in collaboration with Civil
Services Examination Coaching Academy, Equal
Opportunity Cell, and Training and Placement Cell.

Supporting the view presented by Dr. Menon, Mr G.
Sudhir, Head, Commission of Inquiry set up by the
Telangana Government in 2015, said that he too has
recommended to the State government for the setting
up of EOC to ameliorate the socio-economic
conditions of Muslims who form over 12 per cent of
the population.

Drt. Menon said, "The formation of the Commission
does not specify that it would look into the situation
faced by the Muslim community. The
recommendations of the commission, therefore, are
for all economically and socially deprived sections of
the country. We have submitted the report of the EOC
to the government. In 2014 the government said that it
would be implementing the recommendations of the

commission soon. But the decision never saw the light
of the day," he said.

Prof. Kirit Parekh, former member of the Planning
Commission, paid tributes to Maulana Azad and said
that the government should ensure that the benefits of

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reservation policy in jobs shall reach the target groups,
not only to the creamy layers among them.

Prof. Amitabh Kundu, Senior Fellow, Research and
Information System for Developing Countries, said
according to data available in public domain the
situation of Muslims in education as well as jobs was
equal to that of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes. "Special steps have to be taken to bring them on

par with the developed communities in the country,”
he said.

Prof Abusaleh Sharif, Chair, Maulana Abul Kalam
Azad Chair, in his introductory remarks, said that he
found an economist in the personality of the Maulana
as he had laid the foundation of such institutions that
have been taking India forward since independence.
