/o 2L B ‘ took out a rally from all the hostels and

gathered at the main gate of the university in Gachibowali, Hyderabad and raised slogans

demanding stringent action against the accused.

"MANUU Student's Union requests all the students of MANUU to boycott the classes and
internals on February 26. All are requested to gather in large numbers at BAB-E-ILM," said
the students' body.

While addressing the students of MANUU, Umar Farug, the president of the union, alleged
that the violence in Delhi is a result of growing hate against one particular minority
community.

The union also demanded strict action by the Narendra Modi government against those who
unleashed violence in the national capital and also sought action against BJP leader Kapil
Mishra, who allegedly provoked the people in Delhi.

The students' body also demanded to pass a resolution against the Citizenship Amendment Act
(CAA), National Register of Citizen (NRC), and National Population of Register (NPR) from
Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal and Telangana Chief Minister K Chandrashekar Rao.

The national capital turned into a battlefield on Tuesday soon after communal clashes rocked
between anti-CAA demonstrators and pro-CAA supporters in northeast region of Delhi.



The violence till now has claimed 22 lives and left several injured. Most of the deaths were due
to gunshot wounds, said media reports.
