The Government of India conferred prestigious Padma Bhushan award to Mr. Mumtaz Ali in recognition 
for the outstanding service in the fields of education and social reform in the year 2020. He heads the 
Satsang Foundation, which runs two schools in Andhra Pradesh, the Peepal Grove School and the 
Satsang Vidyalaya. He authored about 10 books including autobiography ‘The Journey Continues’.

Prof. Syed Ainul Hasan, a noted Persian Scholar and a seasoned administrator, took charge as the 
Vice-Chancellor of MANUU on July 28, 2021. He was appointed as the 5th Vice-Chancellor of MANUU 
on July 22, 2021 by the  Hon’ble President of India, Visitor of the University.
Before joining MANUU, Prof. Hasan was a Professor at the Centre of Persian & Central Asian Studies, 
Jawaharlal Nehru University, New Delhi. Earlier he also served as the Dean, School of Language, 
Literature and Culture Studies, JNU. He is also the president of All India Persian Scholars Association. 
He has more than 34 years of teaching experience during which time he has produced 87 research 
scholars. A visiting professor of Rutgers State University, New Jersey, USA under Fulbright, Prof. Hasan 
has also authored 13 books. 

Prof. S. M. Rahmatullah, Dean, School of Arts & Social Sciences was appointed as Pro Vice-Chancellor 
of MANUU. He assumed charge of the office of Pro Vice Chancellor on September 09, 2021. He joined 
the University as Professor, Public Administration on March 1, 2007 and has 39 years of teaching and 
research experience. Prof. Rahmatullah also discharged the duty of Vice-Chancellor Incharge, from July 
31, 2020 to July 28, 2021 and served as full time Registrar from February 2013 to January 2015. He also 
delivered valuable services in different capacities at MANUU including Vice-Chancellor I/c, Registrar I/c. 
Finance Officer I/c; Dean, Satellite Campuses; Head, Dept. of Public Administration & Pol. Science and 
was also a member of EC, AC etc. He was also appointed as the Vice-Chancellor of Sri Krishnadeveraya 
University (SKU), Ananthapur, AP in January 2019.

Prof. SK. Ishtiaque Ahmed, Jawaharlal Nehru University from New Delhi, has taken charge of the 
Registrar, MANUU from Prof. Siddiqui Mohd. Mahmood on February 01, 2022.
Prior to joining MANUU, he was serving at Centre of Persian & Central Asian Studies, JNU. He is an 
expert of Advance Translation & Interpretation, Indo-Persian Literature, Modern Persian Literature, 
Culture Studies (Persian World).  
Prof. Ishtiaque Ahmed also has experience working with various ministries in the early days of his career. 
He also served in the Prime Minister's Office during the tenure of former Prime Minister Atal Bihari 
Vajpayee and was included in the Prime Minister's delegation to Iran in April 2001. He has also served 
under former Union Minister Ram Vilas Paswan.
