Journalism is a sacred profession: Prof. Ainul

Hyderabad: There is no reason for Urdu journalism and its readers in general to be disappointed with the current
situation because the situation is not always the same. In life, there are always ups and
downs, and success comes only to those who remain steadfast and face the situation,

and while the profession of journalism is an important part of serving the people, it is
also a risky profession, but those who criticise journalism and journalists are not aware
that journalists have to tread dangerous paths. These views were expressed by

prominent journalists of the country on the concluding day of ‘Karwaan-e-Urdu Sahafat’
International Conference at Maulana Azad National Urdu University, which was
organized by Public Broadcasting and Journalism Department.

Eminent journalists and intellectuals were participated in discussions on various topics for the last three days and
presented their golden views on the beginnings of Urdu journalism, its evolution, problems and pitfalls faced by it and
their solutions.

On the concluding day of this international conference, the Vice Chancellor of MANUU, Prof. Syed Ainul Ahsan in
his presidential address, said journalists deserve utmost respect for their services to society.He described the
journalism as a sacred profession, but also said that while it is a sacred profession, it is also dangerous. The way
journalists perform their duties during riots and emergencies clearly shows that how they work in difficult situations.
He also said that there is a need to make the students familiar with field reporting especially in Urdu journalism.

In his speech, he appreciated the
papers presented in the three-day conference and said that they have shed light on the glorious past of Urdu journalism,
as well as focusing on the basic principles of journalism, what are the essentials of journalism and the duties of
journalists.

The guest of honour, News Editor, Siasat Daily, Mr. Amer Ali Khan, in his inspiring speech, highlighted the current
state of Urdu journalism, the situation of the country and the plight of Muslims and gave a message to the participants.

He said that instead of worrying about the condition of Urdu journalism and Muslims, we should take our steps
forward with determination and keeping our morale high. Urdu journalism had daringly performed its services before
the independence and has guided the nation and even in the current adverse conditions, it will not mix the mark to lead
the nation and society.

HYDERABAD — An event celebrating the completion of 200 years
of Urdu journalism was held at Maulana Azad National Urdu University (MANUU) in Hyderabad. The
event organised by the university’s Mass Communication and Journalism department highlighted the
contribution of Urdu journalism in two centuries of its existence.

Prof. Lochan said “When
we read history we tend not
to read it entirely and we
have few professional his-
torians. Our post-Indepen-
dence history starts with
our constitution. The mod-
ern constitution of India is
marked by acombination of
civilizational values, the
desire for consensus and
dislike of coercion. This is
further combined with ro-
bust institutional frame-

ues’, he added.

Prof. Lochan said, ‘We
needed the constitution be-
cause there was a funda-
mental belief that a good
society is one which is
ruled based. And these
rules are clearly articulated
and would not be based on
areligious dictum, he elabo-
rated. ‘We have framed the
constitution based on the
principles that adult fran-

chise would be made avail-
able to all including the il-
literate, and that the rights
of religious and linguistic
minorities would be pro-
tected’, he said.

“In the first elections in
democratic India, 30 million
women entered theirnames
in the electoral list. That's
empowerment of the
people. The constitutional
debates involved 49 million
man hours, and 60% of the
