The newly inaugurated buildings include the School of Commerce & 
Management and the Engineering Workshop in Hyderabad, along with the 
Polytechnic Building in Cuttack, Odisha. The MANUU Hyderabad campus has 

invested Rs. 11.19 crores in the two-storied Commerce and Business Management building, and Rs. 25 crores 
Engineering Workshop building. Additionally, the Polytechnic building in Cuttack, Odisha, was constructed at a cost of Rs. 28
crores. 

In attendance at the video conferencing event were Prof. Syed Ainul Hasan, Vice
Registrar, and other dignitaries including Deans, Professors, and Heads of various Departments at the IMC Preview Theater, 
MANUU.
