Step 1: Registration Form

Photograph:

INTRODUCTION

About National Testing Agency (NTA)

The Ministry of Education (MoE), Government of India (Gol) has established the National
Testing Agency (NTA) as an independent, autonomous, and self-sustained premier testing
organization under the Societies Registration Act (1860) for conducting efficient, transparent,
and international standardized tests in order to assess the competency of candidates for admission
to premier higher education institutions with a mission to improve equity and quality in education
by developing and administering research-based valid, reliable, efficient, transparent, fair and
international level assessments.

The NTA has created a system that promotes teaching (by teachers), learning (by students), and
assessment (by parents and institutions). NTA strongly believes in the quality, efficiency,
effectiveness, equity, and security of assessments. To practice these values, NTA is constantly
engaging with its stakeholders, viz. students, parents, teachers, experts, and partner institutions.

The objectives of NTA, inter alia, include:

1. To conduct efficient, transparent, and international standardized tests in order to assess the
competency of candidates for admission.

2. To undertake research on educational, professional, and testing systems to identify gaps in
the knowledge systems and take steps for bridging them.

3. To produce and disseminate information and research on education and professional
development standards.

The National Testing Agency has been entrusted by the NCTE (National Council for Teachers’
Education) with the responsibility of conducting the National Common Entrance Test (NCET) for
admission to 4-Year Integrated Teacher Education Programme (ITEP) in selected
Central/State Universities/Institutions including IITs, NITs, RIEs and Government
Colleges for the Academic Session 2026-27.

About the National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE)

The NCTE, as a statutory body under the Department of School Education & Literacy, Ministry of
Education (MoE), Government of India came into existence in pursuance of the National Council
for Teacher Education Act, 1993 on 17th August 1995 with the mandate to achieve planned and
coordinated development of teacher education throughout the country and to govern the
regulation and proper maintenance of norms and standards for teacher education. The
organization is a pan-India jurisdiction and comprises various divisions along with 4 Regional
Committees namely Northern Regional Council, Eastern Regional Council, Southern Regional
Council and Western Regional Council which are all stationed in New Delhi. The gamut of
functions performed by NCTE is very broad covering all the teacher education programmes e.g.
Diploma in Elementary Education (D.El. Ed), Bachelor of Education (B.Ed.), Master of
Education (M.Ed.), etc. It includes the Integrated Teacher Education Programme (ITEP) for
student-teachers to equip them to teach at the Foundational, Preparatory, Middle and Secondary
levels of the new school system in alignment with NEP 2020.
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About National Common Entrance Test (NCET 2026)

National Common Entrance Test (NCET) is a national-level examination conducted by the
National Testing Agency (NTA), on behalf of the National Council for Teacher Education
(NCTE). Qualifying in NCET is a mandatory requirement for seeking admission to the 4-Year
Integrated Teacher Education Programme (ITEP) in selected Central/State
Universities/Institutions including II'Ts, NITs, RIEs and Government Colleges etc. for the
Academic Session 2026-27.

The NCET Information Bulletin is mainly categorized into examination eligibility, application
submission, examination centres, content and test components, examination pattern,
marks/scores, etc. In all matters concerning NCET 2026, the decision of the NTA and NCTE
will be final and binding on all the applicants.

1.3.1 Background

NEP 2020 enacts numerous changes in India’s teacher education sector, one of them is as referred
in para 15.7: “In order to maintain uniform standards for Teacher Education, the admission to
pre-service teacher preparation programmes shall be through suitable subject and aptitude test
conducted by the National Testing Agency and shall be standardized keeping in view the
linguistic and cultural diversity of the country™.

1.3.2 Integrated Teacher Education Programme

The 4-year integrated B.Ed. will be a dual-major holistic bachelor’s degree, in Education as
well as a specialized subject (such as language, history, music, mathematics, computer science,
chemistry, economics, art, physical-education, etc.). Bevond the teaching of cutting-edge
pedagogy, the teacher education will include a grounding in sociology, history, science,
psyvehology, early childhood care and education, foundational literacy and numeracy, knowledge
of India and its values/ethos/art/traditions, and more. [NEP 2020: 15.5]

Recognition has been granted to selected Central/State Universities/Institutions which also
include IITs, NITs, RIEs and Government Colleges etc. for the Integrated Teacher
Education Programme (ITEP) as envisaged in NEP 2020 from the academic session 2026-
27. The ITEP is a Dual Major Programme -the first major is in Education with School Specific
Stage specialization and the second major is in an opted discipline. The approach to the design
and implementation of ITEP are:

e Education in Multidisciplinary Environment

e 4-year duration after grade 12 of the school system

e Admission through the National Common Entrance Test (NCET) conducted by NTA
e Minimal degree qualification to become a teacher by 2030

e Responsive to new 5+3+3+4 design

e Introduction of Credit System as per UGC

e Integrated Dual-Major Degree- Disciplinary & Professional Knowledge of Education
e Focus on 21* Century Skills.
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e Stage Specialization (5+3+3+4): Each student will specialize in one of the following
school stages which will qualify them to become teachers of that Stage:

i) Foundational Stage Specialization (for teaching Pre-School to Grade 2)

i) Preparatory Stage Specialization (for teaching Grades 3 to Grade 5)

iii) Middle Stage Specialization (for teaching Grades 6 to Grade 8)

iv) Secondary Stage Specialization (for teaching Grades 9 to Grade 12)

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CHAPTER -3
ELIGIBILITY AND NCTE RECOGNIZED INSTITUTION

3.1. Eligibility

For appearing in the NCET 2026, there is no age limit for the candidates. The candidates who
have passed the class 12 /equivalent examination or are appearing in 2026 irrespective of their
age can appear in the NCET 2026 examination. However, the candidates will be required to
Sulfill the age criteria (if any) of the University / Institution / Government College to which
they are desirous of taking admission.

3.2. List of Qualifying Examinations (QE)

i.  The final examination of the 10+2 system, conducted by any recognized Central/ State
Board, such as the Central Board of Secondary Education, New Delhi; Council for the
Indian School Certificate Examinations, New Delhi; etc.

ii.  Intermediate or two-year Pre-University examination conducted by a recognized Board/
University.

iii.  Final examination of the two-year course of the Joint Services Wing of the National Defence
Academy.

iv.  Senior Secondary School Examination conducted by the National Institute of Open
Schooling with a minimum of five subjects.

v.  Any Public School/ Board/ University examination in India or any foreign country is
recognized as equivalent to the 10+2 system by the Association of Indian Universities
(AIU).

vi.  Higher Secondary Certificate Vocational Examination.

vii.  Candidates who have completed the Class 12 (or equivalent) examination outside India or
from a Board not specified above should produce a certificate from the Association of Indian
Universities (AIU) to the effect that the examination they have passed is equivalent to the
Class 12 Examination.

3.3. Year of Appearance in Qualifying Examination

For the year of appearance in the Class 12 / equivalent examination, relevant conditions of
Central/State Universities/Institutions which also include IITs, NITs, RIEs, and Government
Colleges (as applicable) will be applied. The candidate must ensure his eligibility from the
website of respective Central/State Universities/Institutions which also include I1Ts, NITs,
RIEs and Government Colleges etc.

3.4. NCTE Recognized Universities/Institutions: Region-wise Seats Intake

Region-wise HEIs (Central/State Universities/Institutions including I1Ts, NITs, RIEs) etc. for
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4-Year Integrated Teacher Education Programme. A list of all participating Central/State

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CHAPTER -4
RESERVATIONS

Reservations:

Indian nationals belonging to certain categories (OBC-NCL, Gen-EWS, SC, ST/PwD/PwBD)
are admitted under the seats reserved for them in accordance with the rules prescribed by the
Government of India/State Government.

However, in the case of the participating Universities, the reservation policy of the respective
state shall be applicable.

NOTE: Reservation details are to be provided by the admitting Universities/Institutions.

Provisions relating to Persons with Disability (PwD)/ Persons with Benchmark Disability
(PwBD):

4.2.1 The Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016:

The Gazette of India, Extraordinary Part-II Section 1, Ministry of Law and Justice (Legislative
Department) New Delhi dated 28 December 2016 on “The Rights of Persons with Disabilities
Act, 2016. The relevant paragraphs of the above Gazette Notification for consideration are as
under: -

Chapter 1.

Para 2 (r) “person with benchmark disability (PwBD)” means a person with not less than
forty percent of a specified disability where specified disability has not been defined in
measurable terms and includes a person with disability where specified disability has been
defined in measurable terms, as certified by the certifying authority.

Para 2 (s) “person with a disability (PwD)” means a person with long-term physical, mental,
intellectual, or sensory impairment which, in interaction with barriers, hinders his full and
effective participation in society equally with others;

Para 2 (zc) “specified disability” means the disabilities as specified in the Schedule (Annexure
-1V)

4.2.2 Office Memorandum dated 29 August 2018:

Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of India, Office Memorandum No. F. No. 34-
02/2015-DD-III dated 29 August 2018 for conducting written examination for persons with
specified disabilities covered under the definition of Section 2(r) of the RPwD Act, 2016. The
relevant paragraphs of the above Office Memorandum for consideration are as under: -

Para IV. The facility of Scribe/Reader/Lab Assistant should be allowed to any person with

benchmark disability as defined under section 2(r) of the RPwD Act, 2016, and has limitation in
writing including that of speed if so desired by him/her.
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In the case of persons with benchmark disabilities in the category of blindness, locomotor
disability (both arm affected-BA), and cerebral palsy, the facility of Scribe/Reader/Lab assistant
shall be given, if so desired by the person.

In the case of another category of persons with benchmark disabilities, the provision of a
scribe/reader/lab assistant can be allowed on the production of a certificate to the effect that the
person concerned has physical limitations to write, and a scribe is essential to write the
examination on his behalf, from the Chief Medical Officer/Civil Surgeon/Medical
Superintendent of a Government health care institution as per proforma at Annexure - I1.

In case the candidate is allowed to bring his own scribe, the qualification of the scribe should be
one step below the qualification of the candidate taking the examination. The person opting for
their own scribe should submit details of their own scribe as per proforma in Annexure-1V.

4.2.3 Office Memorandum dated 10 August 2022:

Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of India, Office Memorandum No F. No.
29-6/2019-DD-I1I dated 10 August 2022 for conducting written examination for persons with
specified disabilities covered under the definition of Section 2(s) of the RPwD Act, 2016 but not
covered under the definition of Section 2(r) of the said Act, i.e. person having less than 40%
disability and having difficulty in writing. The relevant paragraphs of the above Office
Memorandum for consideration are as under: -

Para 3(b). The facility of scribe and/or compensatory time shall be granted solely to those having
difficulty in writing subject to the production of a certificate to the effect that the person
concerned has limitation to write and that scribe is essential to write the examination on his/her
behalf from the competent medical authority of a Government healthcare institution as per
proforma at Annexure I11.

Para 3 (c). The medical authority for the purpose of certification as mentioned above should be
a multi-member authority comprising the following: -

i.  Chief Medical officer/Civil Surgeon /Chief District Medical Officer, Chairperson

ii.  Orthopaedic/PMR specialist

iii. Neurologist, if available*®

iv. Clinical Psychologist/Rehabilitation Psychologist/ Psychiatrist/Special Educator

v.  Occupational therapist, if available*

vi. Any other expert based on the condition of the candidate may be nominated by the

Chairperson.

(* the Chief Medical Officer/Civil Surgeon/Chief District Medical Officer may make full efforts
for inclusion of neurologists, occupational therapists from the nearest District or the Medical
College/Institute if the same is not available in the District)”

The candidate should fill up the details of the scribe as per the undertaking proforma in
Annexure-1V.
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Scribe and Compensatory Time

The candidate should have the discretion of opting for his own Scribe/Reader/Lab assistant or
request the Examination Body for the same. The examining body may also identify the
Scribe/Reader/Lab assistant to make panels at the District / Division / State level as per the
requirements of the examination. In such instances, the candidates should be allowed to meet
the Scribe two days before the examinations so that the candidates get a chance to check and
verify whether the Scribe is suitable or not.

The word “extra time or additional time” that is being currently used should be changed to
“compensatory time” and the same should not be less than 20 minutes per hour of examination
for persons who are allowed the use of Scribe/Reader/Lab assistant. All the candidates with
benchmark disabilities who are eligible for availing the facility of Scribe in terms of guidelines
vide para IV of Para 4.2.2 above may be allowed additional time of a minimum of one hour for
examination of 3 hours duration whether they use the facility of Scribe or not. In case the
duration of the examination is less than an hour, then the duration of additional time should be
allowed on a pro-rata basis. Additional time should not be less than 5 minutes and should be in
the multiple of 57.

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CHAPTER -5
CHOICE OF CITIES

The cities where the NCET 2026 will be conducted are given in Appendix III. While applying,
candidates have to select any four cities of their choice. Efforts will be made to allot the city of
examination to the candidates in the order of preference opted by them in their online Application
Forms. However, due to administrative/logistic reasons, a different city can be allotted.

Choice of Centre Cities will be limited to the State of Permanent Address or State of Present
Address only and in certain cases, only one option may also be available based on the address
criteria.

Note:

1. The candidate can provide up to a maximum of 04 cities as options. The decision to
conduct a CBT examination in those cities will lie with the NTA and will dependent on
multiple factors.

ii. Though every effort will be made to allot a Centre in one of the cities selected by the
candidate, the NTA reserves the right to allot a city to the candidate which may, in
extreme circumstances fall out of the options opted by the candidates due to
administrative reasons.

In case, there are very few candidates from a City, the NTA reserves the right to merge one, two, or
more cities.

The decision of the NTA regarding the allotment of the City/Centre shall be final. No further
correspondence or request shall be entertained in this regard.

While filling up the Online Application Form, candidates should select any four Convenient Cities
from Appendix I as their Choice of Cities for the exam Centre in order of their priority.

For convenience, the candidates may select their own city or neighboring cities in their State of
Residence only and not far away cities in other States. NTA will not be responsible for any
inconvenience due to the incorrect selection of cities by the candidates.

In case, the number of candidates opting for a city as a centre with a regional language is less than a
certain minimum, candidates may be allotted a Centre in another city irrespective of the city opted
by the candidates for appearing in the examination.

Though every effort will be made to allot a Centre in one of the cities selected by the candidate,
the NTA reserves the right to allot a centre in a city other than the candidate’s choice.

Allotment of Centres will be done mostly in one of the preferred cities of the candidates and there
will be no human intervention.

Note: All efforts will be made by NTA to consider the comfort and convenience of candidates, including
PwD Candidates while allotting Centres.

The candidate has to download the Admit Card from the NTA website. The candidate will appear
in the examination at the given Centre on the date and shift/timing as indicated in his/her e-Admit
Card.

No candidate will be allowed to appear at the Examination Centre, on the date and shift/time
other than that allotted to him/her in his/her Admit Card.

In case a candidate is unable to download his/her Admit Card from the website, he/she should
approach the NTA Help Line Number: 011-40759000 or 011-69227700 between 10.00 A.M. and
5.00 P.M.

The candidates are advised to read the instructions on the Admit Card carefully and strictly
follow them during the examination.

UNFAIR MEANS PRACTICES AND BREACH OF EXAMINATION RULES

Unfair Means practices refer to any activity or action that gives a candidate an unfair advantage
over others during an examination. As per the Public Examination (Prevention of Unfair
Means Act, 2024), the following actions are considered Unfair Means practices:

Possession of Prohibited Items: Being in possession of any prohibited item or article that can
be used for unfair practices. This includes but is not limited to, stationery items, communication
devices, accessories, eatables, ornaments, or any material (whether relevant or not) related to the
examination.

Impersonation: Engaging someone to write the examination on the candidate's behalf (either
physical or virtual impersonation) or preparing material to aid copying during the examination.
Wrong Examination Centre: Attempting to write the examination at a centre other than the one
allotted to the candidate.

Violation of Examination Rules: Disregarding any examination rules or directives issued by
NTA in relation to the NCET 2026.

Assisting Malpractices: Helping other candidates to engage in malpractices, or giving/receiving
assistance in any form, directly or indirectly, or attempting to do so.

Unauthorized Communication: Attempting to contact or communicate with any person other
than examination staff during the examination, whether physically or through any electronic
means.

Threatening Officials or Candidates: Threatening any examination official or other candidates
connected with the conduct of the examination.

Use of Undesirable Methods: Using or attempting to use any unauthorized or illegal methods
to influence the examination.

Manipulation of Examination Documents: Fabricating or manipulating any official documents
related to the examination, such as Confirmation Page, Application Form, Admit Cards, Score
Card, Rank Letters, Self-Declaration forms, etc.

Forceful Entry or Exit: Forcibly entering or exiting the examination centre or hall.

Use of Electronic Devices: Using or attempting to use any e¢lectronic device after entering the
examination centre, which is prohibited under examination guidelines.

Affixing Morphed Documents: Affixing or uploading false, altered. or morphed photographs

or signatures on the application form, admit card, or any related documents.
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Disrupting Examination Process: Creating obstacles or disturbances that interfere with the
smooth and fair conduct of the examination.

Misuse of Scribe or Compensatory Time: Availing of a scribe and/or compensatory time
without fulfilling the required criteria and proper documentation justifying such a request.
Other Malpractices: Engaging in any other malpractices, whether explicitly listed here or
determined by NTA, that fall under Unfair Means as per the Public Examination (Prevention
of Unfair Means Act, 2024).

Punishment for Unfair Means Practices

As per the Public Examination (Prevention of Unfair Means Act, 2024), if a
candidate i1s found to have engaged in any of the above-mentioned practices during,
before, or after the examination, they shall be treated as having committed an Unfair
Means (UFM) offense and will be subject to the following penalties:

o Debarment: The candidate shall be debarred from appearing in future public
examinations for a period of 3 years.

o Criminal Action: The candidate shall be liable for criminal action in
accordance with the provisions of the law.

e Other Disciplinary Actions: Any additional action deemed appropriate by the
examination authorities, in line with the severity of the offense, may also be
taken, includ_ing cancellation of examination results or other administrative
actions.

These provisions aim to ensure the integrity and transparency of the examination
process and provide a fair environment for all candidates, as per the regulations
outlined in the Public Examination (Prevention of Unfair Means Act, 2024). A
committee will be constituted to review all the UFM cases.

Cancellation of Result

The NCET-2026 result of the candidate(s) who indulge in Unfair means Practices will be
cancelled and will not be declared. Similarly, the result of those candidates who appear from the
Centre other than the one allotted to them or allow another candidate/person to write the
examination on his/her behalf will be cancelled. No plea will be entertained in this regard.
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CHAPTER 10

BARRED ITEMS

Barred Items

The candidates will be subjected to extensive and compulsory frisking before entering the
Examination Centre with the help of highly sensitive metal detectors. The candidates are not
allowed to carry the following items inside the Examination Centre under any circumstances.
Any item like textual material (printed or written), bits of paper, Geometry/Pencil Box, Plastic
Pouch, Calculator, Pen, Scale, Writing Pad, Pen Drives, Eraser, Calculator, Log Table,
Electronic Pen/Scanner, etc.

Any communication device like Mobile Phone, Bluetooth, Earphones, Microphone, Pager,
Health Band, etc.

Other items like Wallet, Goggles, Handbags, Belt, Cap, etc.
Any Watch/Wristwatch, Bracelet, Camera, etc.

Any ornaments/metallic items.

Any food items opened or packed, water bottles, etc.

Any other item that could be used for unfair means, by hiding communication devices like a
microchip, camera, Bluetooth device. etc.

No arrangement will be made at the Centres for keeping any articles/items belonging to the
candidates.

The candidates wearing articles or objects of faith (customary/ cultural/ religious ) should
report at the examination centre atleast two hours before the last reporting time so that there
is enough time for proper frisking without any inconvenience to the candidate while
maintaining the sanctity of the examination. If upon screening, it is discovered that any
candidate is actually carrying a suspected device within such an item of faith, he/ she may be
asked not to take it into the examination hall.

Dress Code

10.2.1 The candidates are instructed to follow the following dress code while appearing for NCET

- 2026:

Heavy clothes with long sleeves are not permitted. However in case, candidates come in
cultural/ customary dress at the Examination Centre, they should report at least an hour before
the last reporting time so that there is enough time for proper frisking without any
inconvenience to the candidate while maintaining the sanctity of the examination.

Slippers, and sandals with low heels are permitted. Shoes are not permitted.

In case of any deviation required due to unavoidable (medical, etc.) circumstances,
specific approval of NTA must be taken before the Admit Cards are issued.

10.2.2 It is desired that the candidates shall strictly follow instructions issued by the NTA to ensure

fair conduct of the examination.

Note:

The NTA believes in the sanctity and fairness of conducting the examination, however, it also
believes in the sensitivity involved in frisking (girl) candidates and will issue comprehensive
instructions accordingly to the staffs and other officials at the Examination Centres. The frisking
of the female candidates will be done inside a closed enclosure by female staff only.
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CHAPTER -11
DISPLAY OF ANSWER KEY FOR CHALLENGE

11.1. DISPLAY OF ANSWER KEY FOR CHALLENGES

I. The NTA will display the Provisional Answer Key of the questions on the NTA website:
https://lexams.nta.nic.in/ncet/ with a Public Notice, issued to this effect on the said website,
to provide an opportunity to the candidates to challenge the Provisional Answer Keys with a
non-refundable online payment of ¥ 200/~ per question challenged as processing charges. The
provisional Answer Keys are likely to be displayed for two to three days.

Only paid challenges made during the stipulated time through the key challenge link will be
considered. Challenges without justification/evidence and those filed on any other medium
other than the prescribed link will not be considered.

3. The NTA’s decision on the challenges shall be final and no further communication will be
entertained. NTA will not inform the Candidates individually about the outcome of the
challenges made.

4. The subject experts will examine all the challenges received and then a final answer key will be
displayed and declared.

5. The result will be compiled based on the final answer key declared. No grievance with
regard to answer key(s) after the declaration of the result/NTA Score of NCET 2026 will
be entertained.

11.2.DISPLAY OF RECORDED RESPONSES
The NTA will display the recorded responses and Question Papers attempted by the candidates

on the NTA website https://fexams.nta.nic.in/ncet/ prior to the declaration of the result/NTA
Score. The recorded responses are likely to be displayed for two to three days.

11.3.MARKING SCHEME OF EXAMINATION

For Multiple Choice Questions: To answer a question, the candidates need to choose one option
corresponding to the correct answer or the most appropriate answer. However, if any anomaly
or discrepancy is found after the process of challenges of the key verification, it shall be
addressed in the following manner:

1. Correct answer or the most appropriate answer: Four marks (+4)
ii. Any incorrect option marked will be given minus one mark (-1).
iii. Unanswered/Marked for Review will be given no mark (0).
iv. If more than one option is found to be correct then Four marks (+4) will be awarded to only

those who have marked any of the correct options.
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v. Ifall options are found to be correct then Four marks (+4) will be awarded to all those who have
attempted the question.

vi. Ifnone of the options is found correct, a question is found to be wrong or a question is dropped,

then all candidates who have attempted the dropped question will be given four marks (+4)

marks.

11.4.USE OF SCORES OF NCET 2026 BY OTHER ORGANIZATIONS

The scores/results of NCET 2026 may be utilized by other organizations as per their eligibility
criteria/norms/applicable regulations/guidelines/rules.

The University / Institution / Organization may admit any candidate who has appeared for NCET
2026 irrespective of the fact that the candidate has chosen that University / Institution /
Organization in the online Application Form of NCET 2026. Moreover, the candidate must
Sulfill the eligibility criteria for the Course where the admission is being taken.
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CHAPTER - 12
NCET 2026 NTA Score for Admissions in Central
and Other Participating Universities / Institutions / Government Colleges etc.

12.1. NCET 2026 NTA SCORE

a) If the examination is conducted in multi-shift papers, raw (actual) marks obtained by the
candidates in different shifts/sessions will be converted to NTA Score.

b) As per the policy, raw marks will not be given to the candidates if the examination is conducted
in multiple shifts.

¢) The detailed procedure for the compilation of the NTA Score is available on the NTA
Website and also in Appendix VII of the Information Bulletin.

d) The NTA Score of NCET 2026 is valid for admission to the academic year 2026 - 27 only.

12.2. RE-EVALUATION / RE-CHECKING OF RESULT

a) The result for NCET 2026 will be processed based on the Final Answer Keys. No grievance
with regard to Answer Key(s) after the Declaration of Result of NCET 2026 will be entertained.

b) The marks obtained by a candidate will be considered further for computation of the result of
NCET 2026.

¢) There shall be no re-evaluation/re-checking of the result. No correspondence in this regard
shall be entertained.

d) No Score Card will be dispatched to the candidates and the candidates are advised to download
their Score Cards for NCET 2026 from the website: https://exams.nta.nic.in/ncet/

12.3. ADMISSIONS

a) Merely appearing in NCET 2026 does not confer any right to the candidate for admission to
the desirous University / Institution.

b) The selection and admission are subject to fulfilling the admission criteria, eligibility, rank in
the merit list, medical fitness, verification of original documents, and such other criteria as may
be prescribed by the University.

¢) Admissions are handled at the level of each of the Central/State Universities/Institutions which
also include IITs, NITs, RIEs, and Government Colleges etc. for their respective programs.
After the declaration of the NCET 2026 result by NTA, the respective Central
Universities/Institutions will declare the counselling/ admission schedule and merit list based
on the NCET 2026 score and the other criteria of the respective University.

d) For all admission-related procedures/queries, the candidates are advised to refer to the website
of the applied University.

e¢) NTA does not have any role in the preparation of the Merit List.
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CHAPTER -13
MISCELLANEOUS

CORRESPONDENCE WITH NTA

All the correspondence should preferably be addressed by e-mail. The email query shall be
addressed only if it is not anonymous and contains the name, postal address, and contact
number of the sender. An email containing vague or general queries and other queries as
contained in the Information Bulletin shall not be entertained. Queries shall not be entertained
from a person claiming to be representatives, associates, or officiates of the applicant
candidate. The following information shall not be revealed by NTA:

a. Internal documentation/status.

b. The internal decision-making process of NTA. Any claim/counterclaim thereof.

c. Dates and venue of internal meetings or name of the staff/officers dealing with it.

d. Any information which cannot be revealed in the opinion of NTA.

WEEDING OUT RULES

The record of the National Common Entrance Test NCET 2026 will be preserved up to 90
days from the date of declaration of the result.

LEGAL JURISDICTION

All disputes pertaining to the conduct of the NCET 2026 Examination including Results shall
fall within the jurisdiction of Delhi only. Further, any grievances/representations arising out
of the Result shall be entertained only when raised within 30 days from the declaration of the
result. Further, the copy of the Legal Notice or Writ Petition/Petition/Appeal/Reply may be
served to NTA only through: legal@nta.ac.in
