Access to Quality Education Is Students’ Right & Teachers’ Responsibility: Prof. Faruq Ansari

Bhopal, 08 October 2021: Providing quality education to children, who are the future of
this nation, is the responsibility of the teacher, and therefore they (teachers) need to
continuously improve their competencies and upgrade their skills, leading

educationist Prof. Mohd. Faruq Ansari said on Friday.

“Providing quality education to students is their (students) right and our (teachers)
responsibility. Therefore, motivation and empowerment of teachers is required to
ensure the best possible future of our children and nation,” said Prof. Ansari who is a
senior profession in the Department of Education in Languages, National Council of

Educational Research and Training (NCERT).

Prof. Ansari was delivering an extension lecture on NISHTHA: Professional
Development Opportunities for In-Service Teachers” which was organized here by

MANUU College of Teacher Education, Bhopal.

He said NCERT had started a pilot project for elementary teachers (in-service) in
Tripura which had succeeded. The same project was then sent to the Ministry of

Education which gave its green signal for nationwide launch.

Subsequently, modules were developed and NISHTHA was launched in face-to-face
mode on August 21, 2019. The target is set to provide quality training to 46 lakh in-

service teachers.

Prof. Ansari said due to Covid-19, the NISHTHA program was stopped; it was then
converted into online mode, wherein the modules were restructured. It uses the

DIKSHA platform.

Continuous Professional Development (CPD) opportunities systematically cover the

latest pedagogies regarding foundational literacy and numeracy, formative and

adaptive assessment of learning outcomes, competency-based learning, and related

pedagogies.

In his opening remarks, Prof. Noushad Husain, Principal, MANUU College of Teacher
Education-Bhopal, said it is the duty of teachers to motivate students and help them
build their future.

Under National Education Policy (NEP) 2020, every teacher and head teacher are
supposed to take part in at least 50 hours of CPD opportunities per year for their own

professional development, stated Prof. Noushad.

He said the government had launched NISHTHA 1.0 for Elementary level (Class I-

E VIII), NISHTHA 2.0 for Secondary level (Class IX-XII), and NISHTHA 3.0 for NIPUN ;




Bharat (ECCE to Class V).

Earlier, Dr. Bhanu Pratap Pritam (Assistant Professor, MANUU CTE-Bhopal)
welcomed the guest speaker, and Dr. Neeti Dutta ((Assistant Professor, MANUU CTE-
